GLOBAL 3000 EDI 





Electronic Data Interchange (EDI) enables commercial documents such as sales and purchase orders,


invoices, and acknowledgements to be transmitted electronically between trading partners, with any


required translation of product and account codes. The option to print these documents and send


them by post is still available, and a combination of both methods can be used. EDI can also be


used for internal purposes, such as uploading sales orders entered on a laptop onto the main


system. A new EDI data sheet will be available shortly. 





GLOBAL 3000 LANDED COSTS 





Global 3000 Landed Costs records details of shipments and overheads, offers a wide variety of


methods for calculating and allocating overheads, and provides versatile receipt and invoicing


mechanisms designed specifically to complement shipment handling. Global 3000 Landed Costs can


build shipments from outstanding purchase orders or record shipments and assign them to purchase


orders. It monitors each shipment from notification through despatch, arrival and customs


clearance, to final delivery. It records and posts all invoices pertaining to the goods lines and


overheads associated with a shipment. A copy of the new Landed Costs data sheet (item code BFLCA)


is available.

Project New Features from Global 3000 4.3 





95203 Global 3000 Cash Manager Funds Transfer. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Cash Manager.


It provides facilities for transferring funds between bank accounts for any company and in any


currency and provides facilities for revaluing foreign currency cash books. 





97201 Consolidated Postings to Cash Manager. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Cash Manager


Autoposting. It provides an option to group postings by their original batch numbers in the


Debtors and Creditors Ledgers or by transaction reference. 





95321 Export project postings to DOS. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Project Ledger. It also


allows the user to export details of transactions posted to General Ledger to a DOS .CSV file. 





97017 Effective date in Aged Debt. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Debtors Ledger. It allows


an effective date to be specified for the Aged Debt report and includes in the report all


transactions outstanding at that date. 





97218 Export & Attributes in Debtors Reports. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Debtors Ledger.


It provides extensive facilities for moving customer details and financial information out of


Global 3000 reports into letters, tables, indexes and endless other targets through Excel, Word


etc. It also provides customer attribute facilities which put the decision regarding what


additional information to hold about each customer firmly and simply in the hands of the end user.





97015 Autoposting Previous Period Files. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Debtors Ledger and


Creditors Ledger. It provides facilities that warn the user if auto-postings into either ledger


are from an earlier financial period and lets the user make those postings into the current


period. 





97019 The VAT Reconciliation Report. This enhancement affects Global 3000 General Ledger. It


provides facilities for printing a report showing the values for each box on the VAT return with


an option to print a detailed transaction audit trail of the values gathered from postings from


Debtors Ledger, Creditors Ledger and Cash Manager. 





97190 Reconciling Postings to General Ledger. This enhancement affects Global 3000 General Ledger.


It provides facilities for listing postings from other systems by document number e.g. purchase


postings by purchase order number and sales postings by Sales Order number. 





97027 Suppressing Completed PO's. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Purchase Order Processing.


It provides facilities for suppressing completed orders from due order enquiries and excluding


completed orders from Orders by Supplier report. 





95214 Sales Order Summary Screen Handling. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing. A summary of current sales orders is available similar to that provided by Global 2000


Sales Order Processing including access to order amendment from the screen and the ability to


exclude individual orders from the next picking list or delivery note print. 





96024 Credit Cards in Sales Order Processing. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing. It provides facilities to manage customers who order by credit card. It includes


facilities for transmitting a list of required authorisations via third party applications, for


receiving the authorisations and messages and for transmitting submissions for payment. Card


details are validated at Sales Order Entry, organised by acquirer code for sending to the card


acquirers in batches (typically overnight). Goods are only despatched once the credit card details


are authorised. Facilities are provided for placing forward orders to be paid by credit card. The


card details are not sent for approval until a specified number of days prior to the date the


order is required. Lapsed authorisations can also be re-submitted after a user defined interval. 





96113 Template accounts. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing and Global


3000 Debtors Ledger. A customer account is marked as being a `Quotation' account. SOP quotations


may be placed against this account as usual. When the quotation is converted to an order a new


account is automatically created with the option of amending the defaults and entering address


details etc. 





96116 Exclude obsolete products from search. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing, Global 3000 Stock Control, and Global 3000 Purchase Order Processing. Obsolete


products are excluded from the product search except in special cases such as stock adjustments


which need full access to all products. 





96118 Time of order and default sales rep. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing. The time an order is entered is recorded on the order header, displayed in enquiries,


order search, and printed on the order reports. The Sales Rep field defaults from the current


operator-id when this is valid. 





96120 All transaction types enquiry. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing.


A new option in Order Enquiries lists all transaction types (orders, invoices, credit notes etc). 





96125 Postcode/Lookup search. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Debtors Ledger, Global 3000


Creditors Ledger, Global 3000 Sales Order Processing, Global 3000 Purchase Order Processing, and


Global 3000 Stock Control. It allows customers and suppliers to be searched for using one of the


postcode, telephone number, fax number, contact name, or user-defined lookup code. 





96277 Allocate to specific batches. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing


and Global 3000 Purchase Order Processing. Stock ordered via the Stock Queue must be issued to the


requesting Sales Order so that the profit margins posted to Sales History are accurate. It is also


possible to earmark specific batches in advance for delivery to selected sales orders. These


batches are printed on the picking list. 





96614 Quotation document prefix and numbering. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing. A separate quotation prefix and number can be used when entering quotations. When the


quotation is converted into an order it is allocated a new sales order number. 





96616 Removed credit card payments enquiry. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing. Within credit card processing an enquiry shows details of payment requests that have


been removed via the voice referals function. 





96618 Price list browse within order entry. The enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order


Processing. The product search can now show the standard price of each product. Further options


allow the trade and quantity discounts to be shown, or allow the user to browse all the available


price lists and select one to use on each individual sales order line. In addition it is now


possible by setting a system parameter to freeze the price (e.g. as quoted) when the order or


quotation is first entered. Subsequent updates to the price lists do not affect orders or


quotations already entered, unless the operator specifically does this via the Reprice Order


function on the Details amendment menu. 96620 Telesales account creation. The enhancement affects


Global 3000 Sales Order Processing and Global 3000 Debtors Ledger. A new Quick Account Creation


function allows the rapid entry of customer accounts by copying all the basic details from an


existing account and only prompting for selected items such as name and address. 





97263 Location mods & allocate. The enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing. You


may optionally specify a primary location against each product. The location defaults to this on


each sales order line entered, but can be overridden if required. 





The picking process can now print either a single delivery note with a transfers section (ie part


4), or a separate delivery note for each location. This is achieved by allowing the location


selection of picking list print to operate at either the order header level, or check against the


individual lines. 





Some changes have been made to the Amend Allocations menu when amending an order line. The 'Back


Order' and 'Partial Back Order' and a new option to automatically change the allocate by date have


been combined into a single menu entry 'Amend Allocation'. 





97265 Label print unit. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing. A `label


unit' and factor defined on each product determines the number of labels (replacing the existing


option to print 1 per stock unit). A system wide part full carton factor determines the fraction


of a carton which is deemed to be full when delivering part cartons. Each label can include the


delivery address, customer's order number and the internal despatch note number, and optionally


batch and serial information. 





97291 SOP product delivery code. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing. A


delivery charge product, specified on each customer, is automatically added to each newly created


sales order. 





96271 Future Stock Position report. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Stock Control. This


report predicts likely future stock shortages from analysis of the stock queue. 





96275 Allocation lead time. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Sales Order Processing. A new


system parameter allows the allocation date to default differently to the pick on date. 





97008 Stock take amendments. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Stock Control. An option allows


the stock count for a product to be automatically set to zero. If no balance is keyed, stocktake


update writes off any remaining stock balance. Currently you must physically key zero against all


products for which you have no stock. The stock take process also allows the entry of multiple


stock take counts against a single product/batch combination. This allows a product to be held in


a number of informal locations within a warehouse. The multiple stock take details are temporary


and are not retained once the stock take is complete. 





96100 Conversion of 2000 SOP, Stock & POP. This enhancement affects Global 3000 Data Conversion.


The EDI interface is used to import stock balances and sales and purchase orders extracted from


Global 2000 Sales Order Processing, Global 2000 Purchase Order Manager, and Global 2000 Stock


Control. It is NOT necessary to install Global 3000 EDI to use this part during Data Conversion.

If you place a maintenance order (ie the user is already a Global 3000 user) a release notice


(MZDRV4.4) is supplied with Global 3000 Product Maintenance. It explains how to upgrade from


earlier versions. 





If you place a new order then documentation is supplied as detailed below. This takes the format


of an A5 ring-bound manual (denoted by *), a perfect bound manual (denoted by **) or A4 notes.

In general, Global 3000 4.4 only runs under GSM PM 8.1g or later. For GSM (BOS), GSM (DOS) and GSM


(Novell), the nucleus variant must be v4.5 or later. For GSM (Unix) the BACNAT variant must be


v3.232. For GSM (Windows NT) the BACNAT variant must be v2.6/v2.2. If you are using the Global


Windows Workstation (GUI), the version must be 2.2 or later.
